Another

 option would be piping it into the sprinkler system.

C.) Parking concerns; will not be moving ahead with the parking lot this year because of the additional portable and having to do work on moving equipment to accommodate it.

E.) Fundraising will need to happen a few times this year as no fundraising occurred for the last calendar year. Possibility to book a facility for Christmas concert as the school does not likely have the capacity. Considerations to be made as it may take time to book art centre as an option to accommodate K-7, possibility to separate students to allow for more space. The Canada games centre is another idea for a Christmas concert so it would accommodate everyone.
