This was a smaller order for coffee compared to previous years. Waiting to see how many forms we get back. Chrissy will follow up on the final rock wall sponsors and then work on getting the plaque. 

There is supposed to be a hot lunch on December 17th. School Council will pay for the lunch and teachers will collect orders. We will offer chocolate milk for the last day. John and Shelly will send the email. Natasha will order the milk, Chrissy will pick up and drop off the milk and stop and pay for the Boston Pizza. 
Payment has been issued. 

Winter Carnival postponed. We will look at this again for February. We did have a group of volunteers to help. 

Screen time has not been addressed yet by John. 
Lunch was purchased for the last PD day. There’s 26 staff at the school. Discussion around this. School council will purchase visa/mastercard gift cards for the staff lunches the week leading up to Christmas break. Lindsay will reach out to the Chamber of Commerce about Yukon made gift cards for each staff. Including Huskies staff this will be 31. 
French Intensive was discontinued due to the results we were getting, and capacity of the school. At the time we didn’t have the numbers to split into a dual stream. The porter creek high school also can’t support this currenlty. We will not be able to pursue this year.

Post for VP closed yesterday. There is a lot of information gathering needed by John for the investigations that is consuming a lot of time. 

Lindsay gathered information on this, the policies and procedures will be created once the boards form. The current funds school council has would revert to the department. The next opportunity would be 2023/24. School council determined we would not join the First Nations School Board at this time. 
We aren’t able to manage this at this time. 

A parent from Jack Hulland School Council reached out to join together to discuss approaches.

	 -John’s report:

-Concerns regarding Covid protocols, Lindsay will draft suggestions around keeping all children home in a household if one child presents with symptoms. This will be only suggested and not enforced.

-John is “piloting” a course to learn how to recognize sexual offenders. Is hoping the rest of staff will also take this course. The course has a focus on cyber sexual offences. It was suggested FCS and RCMP be contacted to provide an in service for protocols for when a disclosure was made and ensure leading questions are not asked and children do not experience unnecessary trauma.
