There is no update yet. 
We haven’t yet heard back on the letter that was sent January 26th. Continuing.

John reached out to the superintendent and ADM today. They are preparing a response. 
John updated there will be a potential increase of 1.1 next year. 15.6 staff slotted for next year. Projected at 181 students, but are up to 188 now. It looks like 23 kindergarten students next year, and there can be 18 in a class. There is a ripple effect of creating the k/1 split and some issues splitting curriculum between grades 3 and 4. Hoping a portable will be approved.
New ideas for:
· A Game Cam – one of the students have one and the class finds it interesting. 

· Boulder wall – Mr. Mitchell previously assisted to have one installed at Grey Mountain. Looking for new ways to get the students moving. Would be approximately $11 000 all in. Natasha suggested a targeted fundraiser as a possibility. 

Shannon needs all the information from last year to be able to fill out the forms. Shannon will follow up with Lindasy.
Possibility of applying through the First Nation reconciliation committee. Last year we were able to purchase a lot of outdoor equipment with this funding.
