Plan for next hot lunches April 23rd, and then May 28th. There will be a pancake lunch on April 29th. 

We will likely be getting a portable. There are 38 out of area kids at the school (including Crestview and 12 who used to be in the catchment and moved out). 206 students will be enrolled next year (176 students right now). 
Yukon First Nation Education directorate funds CAFN liaison. Mylene has been working at the school, has done the salmon day and the stick gambling. On March 30th they will fund an additional Boston Pizza lunch. 

YFNED – 140 thousand dollars designated to the school for the rest of the year. Planning is underway to hire a chef for a breakfast and lunch program.  YFNED is supplying a snack program currently, Shelly is putting in the orders now. 
Shelly’s position has been increased from .67 to full time as of April 1st. 
The Level Literacy program is in. 

11000 was estimated. Discussion around fundraisers or seeking business sponsors. 
This will be Jordi’s last year on council. Brittany Hull is interested in joining school council. She will be invited to join the next meeting. 
Now that Ashley is no longer on the board there is less communication with Huskies. Natasha will contact Ashley about giving a monthly update to the board – this will be a paid hour for Ashley.
